Local History Facts 
In 1905, the Apopka City Council authorized incorporation of the Apopka Water, Light, and 
Ice Company. Councilman A.M. Starbird was appointed its manager, but it was not until 
voters approved a $9,000 bond in 1914 that he was able to contract with International 
Harvester Corporation to construct a power plant. Electricity was not available in the city until 
February 10, 1915.  This independent utilities company was one of many that were acquired 
by the Florida Public Service Corporation in the 1920s.
